TIPS FOR TRAVELING BY AIR WITH ANIMALS
According to the organization People for the Ethical Treatment of Animasl, animals should be carried in the passenger cabin of airplanes.  If circumstances arise that cause the animal to fly in the cargo section, PETA offered the following tips to help keep pets safe and healthy.

1. Choose a direct, nonstop flight.

2. Do not  ship on a weekend or holiday.

3. Do not ship in extreme heat or cold.

4. Ask a veterinarian about tranquilizing the animal.

5. Stop giving the animal food and water six hours before the flight, but put ice cubes in the water dish.

6. Give dogs a small amount of water and a brisk walk right before boarding.

7. Make sure the kennel doesn’t sit on the ramp too long.

8. Make sure the kennel is secure, with plenty of ventilation, a ridge around the outside so air holes can’t be blocked and a “live Animal” sign and a “his End Up” sign with arrows on it’s side and top.

9. Upon landing, claim the animal immediately.
